Mowing — Turf areas will be mowed weekly, from April 15 through October 15, weather permitting. Clippings generated from mowing will not be
removed unless determined to be excessive and unsightly.

Edging of hardscape areas will be performed two times per month with a steel bladed mechanical device. Edges adjacent to shrub and ground cover
areas will be maintained with string trimmers and chemical abatement. '

Fertilizing of turf areas will be performed in April, We have upgraded our fertilization program to a polymer coated programmed-release fertilizer that
is applied at 7-10 pounds of product (depending on contract term) per 1,000 square feet over the course of the season. This is more beneficial in the
reduced water environment and prevents the turf stress associated with large nitrogen releases at one time. The performance of the fertilizer utilized
is guaranteed, If the property owner or owner’s representative is not satisfied with the turf color, we will provide an additional fertilization at no
additional cost.

Broad-leaf Weed Control will be performed twice between May and August with a post-emergent herbicide application.

Aeration facilitates water and fertilizer penetration to the root zone, minimizes run-off and conserves water. CoCal Landscape Services, Inc
(Contractor) recommends aerating turf areas in the spring and fall.

PLANT CARE:

Pruning of shrubs is performed by shearing to a maximum height of six feet (6’). The ConstantCare™ contract provides one dormant pruning and
pruning up to four (4) times during the growing season. The seven and eight month contracts include two (2) prunings during the growing season.
Safety Pruning on deciduous trees is included up to a canopy height of eight feet (8’) to clear parking areas, pedestrian walkways or signage.

IRRIGATION SYSTEM MANAGEMENT: Client understands and accepts that Contractor is responsible for monitoring, programming and repairing
system damages only. Contractor does not own and cannot visually inspect the irrigation system that exists underground or within structure walls,
ceilings or flooring of a property. For this reason, Contractor is responsible for maintenance of the system only. Irrigation issues can occur at any time
including times when the contractor is not on site. Client understands and is responsible to notify Contractor when issues arise and the Contractor is
not on site.

Irrigation Activation will occur in March or April depending upon contract term and weather conditions. Client agrees that up to $500 is pre-approved
for repairs required at time of activation. Repairs at activation are not a part of this contract and will be invoiced as an additional cost. A proposal will
be submitted to the owner to address any extensive repairs (beyond normal activation repairs) that may be required. Upon activation, the system will
be programmed for spring conditions and to comply with any water district’s mandates.

Weekly Moisture Monitoring will occur throughout the growing season and year round for our ConstantCare™ Clients. During the growing season,
irrigation programming will be based on the needs of the landscape to provide adequate penetration of water to the root zone of all irrigated plant
material and to comply with any water district’s mandates. Most irrigation zones will be programmed to cycle during the evening hours. Repairs
required as observed during the routine system check will be made at that time if the cost is less than $100, If the repair is $100 or more, a proposal will
be sent for Client approval prior to commencement of the repair.

Labor Force: CLSI will provide a labor force in uniforms, which is trained to perform landscape maintenance services of an acceptable standard,
consistent with recommended standards of the Professional Landcare Network (PLANET). All employees of CLSI wili be U.S, citizens or legal residents,

Materials: Materials used by CLS| will conform to normally accepted local industry standards andfor PLANET standards. Any applicable sales tax will
be paid by CLSI.

Indemnification: CLS! indemnifies and holds harmless Client for all loss, damage, personal injury, property damage, or cause of action based upon
CLSY's grossly negligent or willful and wanton acts or omissions, in any manner refated to this Contract, including but not timited to attorney fees,
Client indemnifies and holds harmless CLSI for all loss, damage, personal injury, property damage, or cause of action based upon CLSI's acts or
omissions in any manner related to this Contract and including but not fimited to dangerous or hazardous conditions on the property (unless such
condition was placed on the property by CLSI) and to attorney fees and except to the extent due to the gross negligence, or willful and wanton acts or
omissions of CLSI.

REGARDING COLORADO OPEN RECORDS ACT REQUESTS

WHEREAS, the Beebe Draw Farms Authority (the “Authority”) is an authority and
separate legal entity duly created pursuant to Section 29-1-203, Colorado Revised Statutes
(“C.R.S.”) and that certain Authority Establishment Agreement dated April 12, 2011 between
Beebe Draw Farms Metropolitan District No. 1 and Beebe Draw Farms Metropolitan District
No. 2 (“AEA”); and

WHEREAS, the Authority maintains certain records of the Authority that are available
for inspection by the public under and in accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado; and

WHEREAS, the Authority anticipates that individuals may, from time to time, request
the right to inspect, and/or copy public records of the Authority; and

WHEREAS, the Authority is authorized under Section 24-72-203 C.R.S. to adopt rules
with respect to the inspection and copying of public records of the Authority; and

WHEREAS, the Authority desires to set forth in this Resolution the rules with regard to
the inspection and copying of all public records of the Authority.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
BEEBE DRAW FARMS AUTHORITY OF THE COUNTY OF WELD, COLORADO:

1. The Manager for the Authority, is hereby designated as the “Official Custodian”
of the public records of the Authority, as such term is defined in Section 24-72-202(2). Contact
information for the Official Custodian is: Special District Management Services, Inc., 141
Union Boulevard, Suite 150, Lakewood, Colorado 80228. Phone: 303-987-0535. Fax: 303-
987-2032.

2. Upon request for records transmission by a person seeking a copy of any public
record, the Official Custodian shall transmit a copy of the record by United States mail, other
delivery service, facsimile, or electronic mail.

3. Within the period specified in section 24-72-203 (3) (a), C.R.S., as amended from
time to time, the Official Custodian shall notify the record requester that a copy of the record is
available but will only be sent to the requester once the custodian either receives payment or
makes arrangements for receiving payment for all costs associated with records transmission and
for all other fees lawfully allowed, unless recovery of all or any portion of such costs or fees has
been waived by the custodian. Upon either receiving such payment or making arrangements to
receive such payment at a later date, the Official Custodian shall send the record(s) to the
requester as soon as practicable but no more than three (3) business days after receipt of, or
making arrangements to receive, such payment.
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4. If the record(s) requested are transmitted to the record requestor by United States
Mail, other delivery service, or by facsimile, the Official Custodian is hereby authorized to
charge:

@) An amount of twenty-five cents ($0.25) per standard page, or such other
maximum charge as is permitted by law from time to time, for each page of public records
copied to defray the actual cost of providing a copy, printout, or photograph of a public record;
and

(b) The actual cost of providing a copy, printout, and/or photograph of a
public record in a format other than a standard page.

5. No transmission fees may be charged to the record requester for transmitting
public records via electronic mail.

6. The Official Custodian is authorized to charge $20.00 per hour for the costs
incurred to review public records requests, prepare documents for inspection, consultation with
legal counsel or other consultants regarding such requests, to supervise and coordinate
preparation, review and copying of public records, and for actual costs incurred by Official
Custodian, Authority, Authority Management, outside consultants and legal counsel in
responding to and complying with public record requests.

7. All requests for copies or inspection of public records of the Authority shall be
submitted to the Official Custodian in writing. Such requests shall be delivered by the Official
Custodian to the Authority’s legal counsel for review and legal advice regarding the lawful
availability of records requested and related matters. The Authority may, from time to time,
designate specific records for which a written requests are not required and with respect to which
review by legal counsel is not required; i.e. service plans, rules and regulations, minutes, etc.
Such designations shall occur in the minutes of the meetings of the Authority.

8. All public records of the Authority copied and provided to interested persons shall
be copied in duplicate by the Official Custodian. The Official Custodian shall retain the original
record in the appropriate file, and shall retain the duplicate copies in a separate filing bearing the
name of the person to whom copies were provided and the date of such person’s request. Copies
of duplicate copies of public records of the Authority shall not be charged to the person
requesting the public records, but shall be maintained for record purposes by the Official
Custodian.

9. All inspections of public records shall take place during regular business hours at
the office of the Official Custodian. Public records requests may not preempt or take priority
over previously scheduled official Authority related business activities.

10. No person shall be entitled to remove public records of the Authority from the
Official Custodian’s office for inspection, copying, or any other purpose or reason. Public
records of the Authority shall be:

(©) Subject to inspection in the presence of the Official Custodian or the
Official Custodian’s designee;
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(d) Appropriately marked by the person making the request;
(e) Copied after receipt of all required charges therefore; and

()] Delivered to the person requesting such records at the office of the Official
Custodian within the statutory timeframe and after all charges have been paid.

Copies of public records of the Authority not picked up at the time set aside by
the Official Custodian may be destroyed. In the event a person renews the request for the same
public records of the Authority after failing to pick up previously requested copies, they will be
charged for the costs of both records requests.

11. Only the Official Custodian (or designee of the Official Custodian) may copy
public records of the Authority.

12.  On behalf of the Authority, the Official Custodian reserves the right to seek a
declaratory judgment, pursuant to Section 13-51-101, et. seq. to determine if a large public
records request may be exempted from the statutorily required response time.

13.  The Official Custodian may establish such other reasonable regulations as are not
inconsistent with this Resolution or with applicable Colorado law, as established and amended
from time to time.
